ROUTES OF ENTRY: Inhalation, Skin


HEALTH HAZARDS: Inhalation or Ingestion: Paradichlorobenzene, at concentrations well above permissible exposure limits, can cause depression of the central nervous system and has been know to cause liver damage to rats and rabbits. Eyes: Irritation caused by vapor. Skin: Irritation caused by vapor.


CHRONIC EFFECTS OF OVER EXPOSURE: Headaches, dizziness, eyes, nose and throat irritation, nausea, feeling of drunkenness and cardiac sensitization may be experienced by some individuals where the concentration of paradichlorobenzene is well above the TLV in confined, poorly ventilated areas.


CARGINOGENICITY: Inhalation studies indicate paradichlorobenzene to be without carcinogenic effects. Based on living evidence in living animals and an absence of human data, the EPA has placed paradichlorobenzene in group C carcinogen category, possible human carcinogen.
