PRODUCT STABILITY: Stable

SECTION 6					HEALTH HAZARD DATA * EFFECTS OF OVER EXPOSURE


ROUTES OF ENTRY: Inhalation, Skin, Ingestion, Eye Contact


HEALTH HAZARDS: Skin: Prolonged and repeated contact may cause irritation. Ingestion: Irritation of mucous membranes of the mouth, throat, esophagus and stomach. Eyes: May be an irritant. Inhalation: Exposure to mists or spray may cause respiratory tract irritation. High concentrations may cause nausea, vomiting and possible central nervous system depression.


SECTION 7					EMERGENCY AND FIRST AID PROCEDURES


SKIN: Wash with soap and large quantities of water. If irritation persists, seek a physician.


EYES: Flush with large quantities of water for at least 15 minutes. Obtain medical attention immediately.


INGESTION: DO NOT induce vomiting. Seek medical attention immediately.


INHALATION: If breathing difficulties, dizziness or light-headedness occur when working in areas with high vapor concentration, seek air free of vapors. If breathing stops, begin artificial respiration and seek immediate medical attention.


SECTION 8					SPECIAL PROTECTION INFORMATION


RESPIRATORY PROTECTION: If TLV is exceeded, use self-contained NIOSH approved cartridge respirator or breathing apparatus.


VENTILATION: Local exhaust: May be required if specified time weighted TLV ranges are exceeded. MECHANICAL: Required if time weighted TLV ranges are exceeded.


EYE PROTECTION: Safety glasses, chemical goggles or face shield


PROTECTIVE GLOVES: Impermeable


WORK/HYGIENIC PRACTICES: Eye wash stations and safety showers are recommended in work areas.

PRECAUTIONS IN HANDLING: Keep containers cool, dry and away from sources of ignition. Use and store with adequate ventilation. Avoid inhalation of vapors. Avoid personal contact with the product. If contact is made, remove saturated clothing and flush affected areas with water.
